(i) Under WAC 390-24-200, the filer must list the street address of
each parcel, the assessor's parcel number, the abbreviated legal
description appearing on property tax statements, or the complete
legal description. Each property description must be followed by the
name of the county in which the property is located.

(i) No modification will be necessary if the filer describes the real
property using one of the alternatives in WAC 390-24-200, plus the
name of the county. Judges, prosecutors, or sheriffs may describe a
personal residence in the alternative manner provided under

RCW 42.17A.710(2), and WAC 390-24-200 without a modification.
(iii) A modification will be required if the filer seeks some other
means to describe reportable real property including the personal
residence of the filer. The commission may consider and grant such
