Purpose of the proposal and its anticipated effects, including any changes in existing rules: The rule would be
updated to reflect recent changes in statute regarding the exemption of sponsor identification for political yard signs. The rule
would also alter the measurements for the exemption of sponsor identification on campaign paraphernalia in order to account
for the variety of different shapes.

Reasons supporting proposal: Rulemaking is necessary to update reference to the newly enacted law, HB 2032 (2024),
which requires sponsor identification on previously exempted political yard signs. The new dimensions for the exemption of
sponsor identification on campaign paraphernalia is intended to clarify scope of the exemption and avoid overly technical
application of the exemption.
